This final project will be used in part to assess your competency development at the end of the year.  The project will consist of three parts, each corresponding to a subject specific competency:

Part 1: Examination of the topic (30%)

You will research you topic and hand in research notes indicating the inquiry that you have done.  The research notes should contain facts, points of view of historical actors, interpretations of historians, causes, and consequences of the topic.

Part 2: Interpretation of the topic (40%)

This is the part where you explain your topic, by proving a thesis statement.  The thesis is your point of view on the topic that you have developed by examining the facts, points of view, causes etc.

The way you present your interpretation is up to you.  You may choose to create an essay, website, video, photo essay, graphic novel – be creative!
